Message from the Governor 
 
Greetings to Mint Canyon Moose Lodge and Chapter Members, 

 

Summer is almost over, Kids are starting back in school, and hopefully temperatures will start 

cooling down for us all.  Summer is a time when families go on vacation, and get to spend quality 

time with their kids and spouseôs.  Summer is also a time when Moose Members get together, and 

come out for events. 

We have had a lot of successful events this summer including our Deep Pit, District Picnic, High 

School Reunion, and our Luau.  It is Members like you that help to make these events successful, 

and I would like to thank each and every one of you for supporting our events.  There are hours of 

planning, decorating, cooking, and clean-up for each event.  The Members and Officers that help 

out, take pride in the work that they do, and the most satisfying reward that they can get is to know 

that YOU as a member enjoyed the event and will tell all your friends about it, so that they can 

come next time !!  The Moose Lodge is a Not-for-Profit organization, but still need ALL your 

support on events that we put on, so that we can pay for the necessary things to keep the doors 

open.

The reason that they have NOT been fixed though is that the lodge 

doesnôt have the $9,000 that is required to install brand new units.  Between the LOOM and 

WOTM members in the lodge, we have about 400 members.  If every member gave ONLY $22.50 

towards the cost of the replacement of these units, we would be able to get them installed in the 

lodge and start renting out our hall again.  I ask you as LOOM and WOTM members to please 

make a donation towards replacing these worn out units, and help us be able to rent out our hall 

again so that we can use that money to go towards Lodge Bills, and towards events that we put on 

for ALL the members of the lodge.  I would also like to give a special thank-you to FLOYD 

WHITE which has already donated $250.00 towards the replacing of the air conditioner units.  Any 

donation BIG or SMALL will be appreciated.

Thanks to our loyal members, especially our 

volunteer bartenders we have been able to bring many of our costs 

under control. That being said we still have a way to go. Our power 

bill is a big expense and I am in hopes we can address that. In that 

effort we will be removing some of the lights on the front of the 

building. Hopefuly we will be able, at some time, to replace them with 

better and more efficient lighting.  We still have the adopt-A-light 

program to replace all our incandescent bulbs with dimmable LED. 

The difference is 40 or 60 watts verses 7 1/2 watts for the same 

amount of light. Times 60 bulbs you do the math. The bulbs cost 

$10.00 ea.
